Civil Rights Memorial 
· Angela Chiang, Vicki Mirandah, Suwattana Sugg and Dilip Sarkar, representing VAAB, attended the unveiling ceremony of the Virginia Civil Rights Memorial at the Capitol from 10.30am to 12.30pm. 
· Angela Chiang, as Acting Chair of VAAB led an effort to collect donations from VAAB members for the Capitol Square Civil Rights Memorial Foundation. A total of $350 was collected and presented to the Foundation. Contributing members – Dilip Sarkar, Suwattana Sugg, Vicki Mirandah and Angela Chiang received acknowledgement letters from the Foundation. 
VAAB 2007-2008 Annual Report

· Since there weren’t enough members to form a quorum, the Board was unable to vote on the Annual Report nor approve the minutes of the last 2 VAAB meetings. 
· Sindy Benavides worked with Angela Chiang, Vicki Mirandah, Suwattana Sugg and Dilip Sarkar to review the report compiled by Mark Keam. Members present feel that the report was about 95% complete with the Executive Summary and Conclusion to be formalized. Minor edits were annotated and Vicki Mirandah took ownership of capturing the edits and sending copies to the group within 3 business days. 
General Discussion

· There is strong desire to complete the Annual Report, vote and present the report to the Governor by August. Before the report can be presented to the Governor, the report must be shared with the Governor’s office for review by departments referenced in the report. 
· Members presented asked Sindy Benavides to assist in securing time on the Governor’s calendar so that Angela Chiang and Vicki Mirandah may officially present the report to the Governor. 
· Angela Chiang proposed calling for a special VAAB meeting in August to vote on the Annual Report and hold Board elections. Angela will survey the VAAB members to determine which dates will work for the majority. The meeting will be held in Northern Virginia. 
· Vicki Mirandah asked Sindy Benavides if VAAB members can vote “in absentia”. Sindy will research and get back to the group with a decision. 
· The group also brought up the issue of the VAAB website. The issue has been dormant for a while and members present have a desire to rectify the issue.
